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CARVING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Carefully cut a hole in the top of the pumpkin to create the lid. 4. Poke holes through the pattern along the dotted lines using a push pin
Be sure to angle your blade inward to create a ledge for the lid. or a small sharp object. Remove the paper once the pattern is fully
transferred onto the pumpkin.
2. Scoop out the seeds and strings with a spoon. Scrape the flesh from the
